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Webmaster’s report
Looking toward the past

he first Fleetwood Discovery, in its
Tpresent form as a diesel pusher, debuted
in earnest as a 1997 model. That was the year
that DOAI founders, Jim and Dorothy
_ Devine, purchased their D. In 1998, they

founded DOAL

In early 1999, at an FMCA gathering, 1
met Jim and we talked about DOAI and discussed the need for
a website. In spite of my knowing very little about it, Jim
talked me into making a website for DOAL I had absolutely
zero training or experience, but I had some ideas. My first
premise was that the website should not be a financial drain. In
August 1999 the DOAI website was born, hosted by Byethost,
a free web hosting company. In exchange for free web hosting,
Byethost inserted ads on each of our web pages, and the web
address was discoverymotorhome.byethost.com. Jim had some
contacts at Fleetwood and
convinced them to host our site
on their Fleetwood’s
advertising agency was also in
charge of their corporate website,
and Fleetwood footed the bill for
website hosting, the initial
purchase of the
discoveryowners.com domain,
and establishing the Bulletin
Board. We went “live” on
October 22, 1999!

The next big surprise for me
was that the DOAI website would
be hosted on a Windows server.
Great ... I knew even less about a
Windows Fortunately,
Kevin Boudain, who worked at the advertising agency and
was in charge of Fleetwood’s website, got everything up and
running.

My second basic premise was that the website should be
designed so that it could be maintained with a minimum of
technical expertise. Along the way, the DOAI Board decided
to make most pages of the website members-only. Fortunately,
I was able to find a free program that ran on a Windows server
to address the members-only issue and it wasn’t so complicated
that I couldn’t get it to work.

We had a working website, but also one that took a lot of
manual effort to keep going, with no help or backup until Toni
Calzone (no longer a member) came along to assist during
times I was not available. There were commercial programs
that would have addressed this, but they were costly. Hiring
someone to write a software package to meet our unique needs
was even more out of the question. So, we had a website that
used 1999 technology, which was fine back then, but also no
one with the expertise to move it forward as server technology
changed.

However, Bob has repeatedly asked for help on the
website and no one has jumped up and said they were
able and willing to help do it. Unfortunately, | don't have
the time to do a major update/rewrite of the site in the
foreseeable future. So, for the time being, we will continue
with the site as is and improve/upgrade it bit by bit as we

Back to the present

I always feared that some day our website would not be
compatible with a new Windows server release. That day came
last September when Kevin informed me that Fleetwood had
purchased a new server and the DOAI website would also be
transitioned to the new server. He was sure that this would be
a real simple transition for the DOAI website. However, he
apparently overlooked the compatibility issue with our old
software. Our website was on the new server, and I had access
to it for testing purposes, but it didn’t work!

Fortunately, we have a member, Al de Haas, who is
expert in everything Windows and web servers. Al had helped
us out earlier with custom programming for national rally
registration forms, so I knew he would be able to figure out
what was causing the problem ... I certainly had no idea. In
short, we had to find a new web host. Al knew what we needed
as well as the technical details to work with a new web host to
getthe DOAI website transferred.
Recently, Al had to again work
with our new host to get some
things working on the website
due to the new server’s
configuration. After Al told them
step by step what was wrong,
they fixed it.

From 1816 to 1830, Thomas L. McKenney served as
superintendent of Indian trade and later became head of the
Office of Indian Affairs in the Michigan area. As Indian chiefs,
warriors, and princesses would come to town to handle their
various business, he would have their portraits painted, many
times by masters like Charles B. King. By the end of his term,
McKenney, in collaboration with James Hall, published
“Monumental History of the Indian Tribes of North America”
—three folio volumes which included biographical sketches and
hand-colored lithographs of 120 of the original oil paintings.

The paintings were later displayed in the Smithsonian
Institute; however, a fire in 1865 at the Smithsonian destroyed
the paintings.

The gift to the museum was the three folio volumes with
the color lithographs of the 120 paintings. The museum made
copies of the lithographs, framed them and created the
“Captured Spirits” display. This excellent and historically

valuable treasure preserves for future visitors and researchers
material that could have been lost forever. We may have never
known what these chiefs, warriors, princesses and common
people looked like, except for the folio volumes with the
lithographs, the generous donation, and the creation of this
superb display.

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A loss and an inspection suggestion
In September, DOAI members Keith and Jenifer Switzer lost their 2004 39L to fire. Keith informed us and
was kind enough to share pictures of the results.

First and most importantly, no one was injured. It is hoped that all of us will learn something that will prevent
a repeat in the future.

Keith and Jenifer had just returned from a wonderful trip (aren’t all D trips wonderful?) and decided to
unload the next day, so the D was in the driveway and not connected to shore power, and the refrigerator was on
John Baker propane.

Later, inside the house, Keith smelled smoke, so he went searching for its source. Smoke was pouring out
the refrigerator vent! He opened the rig door, but the fire was so advanced, it was not safe to enter. He wisely retreated and called
9-1-1. You can see the tragic results.

Keith thought he had a refrigerator fire, but the insurance inspector ruled that out. The inspector determined the point of
origin was under the bed. His opinion was that electrical wiring frayed where it enters the rig, causing a direct short. I have never

considered inspecting this point, but I will do so before the D moves again and at least annually. I hope you will do so, too! <
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How to inspect tires

Got an email the other day asking about
inspecting tires. My blog, as well as
many others, will tell you that you should do
a thorough inspection annually, and doing the
inspection becomes more important as time
goes on.

The problem is, few know even the
basics of proper tire inspection. For some, it’s only looking at
the tread to be sure there is some tread pattern available. Others
will bend at the waist and look at one sidewall to inspect for
large cracks.

Well, sorry to say that doing a proper tire inspection is a
lot more involved. You will need to get down on the ground,
you will get your hands dirty, and you will need a good bright
work light. A dim, old style flashlight doesn’t provide either
enough light or uniform lighting to allow a good
visual examination. So let’s start with the tools
you will need:
1= | suggest arug or old blanket so you can lie

down and even scoot partway under your

RV to see the back side of the tire.
iz For lighting, a work light with at least 75

watt rating. As low cost alternatives, if you

don’t already have a work light, are the
inexpensive LED lights similar to those
shown here.

1= A pair of thin gloves. You need to be able to feel bumps
and bulges on the tire, so thick leather work gloves will
not do. I know that many RVers have disposable thin,
latex or nitrile gloves they use when handling their
holding tank hose. That type or similar will work fine to
help keep your hands cleaner, as tires are very dirty and
rubbing your fingers across the sidewall will transfer oils,
waxes, dust and dirt to your fingers.

1= Finally, don’t forget safety glasses. Dirt can drop from
under the RV onto your face or, when you are removing
objects from the tread, they can pop out and hit you.

Youneed to be consistent and thorough in your inspection,
as you need to cover 100 percent of both sidewalls and 100
percent of the tread. This also means that after you have
inspected all your tires, you will need to move the RV a couple
of feet so the portion of the tread that was on the ground can be
seen. Depending on your RV, there may also be areas on the
inside sidewall where the tire is too close to the frame or other
component, preventing a clear view of that part of the tire. This
may require a couple of small moves. When going under your
RV, be sure the engine is off, the transmission is in Park and
you have blocked the wheels from moving either direction.

The following applies to all tires. If you have a towable,
there are some extra steps you need to do and I will cover them
later in this article. On to the inspection!

1. Tread: You are looking for nails, screws and other items
lodged in the tire. Sometimes you will find rocks wedged
in parts of the tread pattern. It doesn’t hurt to remove them
using a screwdriver, as sometimes stones can “drill” into
a tire, causing damage. I would not use a knife or other
sharp tool. If you find a nail or screw in the tread, it is

possible that the object goes all the way into the air
chamber and if removed, may cause an air loss. If, for
example, you find a screw, you might start to remove it,
but if you get more than 1/4" to 1/2" loose and the screw is
still in the tire, I suggest you screw it back in and seek
service. You don’t want to lose air by completely
removing the screw if you are not in a location where your
tire can be easily be changed. Making this decision takes
some thought to avoid making the problem worse.

While looking at the tread, see if =
the pattern looks uniformly worn both *
across the tread and around the tire.
Non-uniform wear may be a sign of an
alignment issue and in some cases can
be an early sign of a structural
problem internal to the tire like shown
here, or it may not be serious and is
just cosmetic.

If you see some localized wear
and want it looked at by a tire dealer, it helps if you make
a notation using the letters and numbers on the sidewall
for reference. An example might be “Local wear on right
front, inside shoulder of tread, starting at number 3
clockwise to letter G.” Giving a dealer this guidance will
do two things: 1) it will save them time in locating the area
of concern and, 2) it will let them know you have done a
thorough job of inspecting tires, so they will be less likely
to ignore you and more likely to treat you as a
knowledgeable customer who knows something about
tires. This is a lot better than telling the dealer, “The tread
on the front tire looks strange.”

While you are still looking at the tread, also note, for
more detailed inspection, any cuts that are deeper than
1/16" in the grooves.

Sidewalls: This applies to both inner and outer sidewalls.
First, do a general inspection for cuts or punctures.
Punctures in the edge of the tread and down to the wheel
should not be repaired. Some people may claim to have
done a satisfactory sidewall repair, but there is just too
much flexing for a repair to last. There are published
guides (see Rubber Manufacturers Association website at
www.rma.org/tire-safety/tire-repair/) that show the only
location (in the tread) where a repair is acceptable. This
applies to all brands of tires. Any cut where the body
cord is visible means the tire is scrap and should not be
used. Next, find any bulges. You need to feel for bumps
and bulges using your fingertips, and gently slide around
the complete surface of both sidewalls of the tire. If the
frame prevents this, then you need to identify where you
could not feel the sidewall so you can finish that part of
the sidewall after moving the RV. Bulges can be a sign of
broken body cord. I recently did a post on broken body
cord on one of my personal tires
(www.rvtiresafety.com/2014/04/tire-blowout-china-
bomb-or-pothole.html).

Depressions, however, are probably okay because, for
tires with multiple ply such as most LT and ST type tires,
this is just a small overlap where extra material is located.
If in question, just note the location as mentioned above
and ask a dealer to confirm.

3. Trailers: Tires on towables seem to have a much shorter
life than tires on motorized RVs like Class A, B or C. Part
of the reason for this is the unique and higher structural
loading placed on these tires during any turning. The
sharper the turn, the higher the stress is on the tire ply.
This loading is working to tear the tire apart. These forces
can lead to separations which ultimately can lead to tread
and belts being thrown off the carcass and, in extreme
cases, a rapid loss of air when the belt separates. TPMS
will not provide warning of a tread separation, so the only
tool available to RV owners is a thorough visual
inspection.

The good news is that w
many times these separations
can be discovered by doing a s
"free spin" inspection as seen
in the video at
www.youtube.com/watch?v=qzbM5Nj6y0k. At the
beginning, you see that the wheel is round and shows no
side-to-side movement. Then you will see the tire as it
wobbles side to side and even is out of round. This tire has

failed and must be replaced at once. The photo here illustrates
when I did an “autopsy” and we discovered the belts were
almost completely separated on this tire. To do a “free spin,”
you must get the tire up in the air so it rotates freely. Thus can
be done with a jack or even one of the ramps that will raise one
side of the trailer high enough, as seen in the video at
www.youtube.com/watch?v=8H3ZN43Ehn0. This is just one
example.

In closing

As you can see, there is some work involved, but doing a
thorough inspection may prevent serious problems later on
down the road. You will also find that after doing a few tires,
you will have become more knowledgeable about this
important safety item on your RV ... your tires. <>

coming from under the firewall hood where it closes against
the rubber stops affixed to each end.

“The inside of the Fibreglass hood was chafing against
these two adjustable rubber tips as we drove down the road. It
was cured by rubbing some white lithium grease on the end of
each one.” <>

A safe LP system

afety, safety, safety! Is it really such an
Sissue with recreation vehicles? Yes, yes
and yes! If I were to pick just one “Golden
" Rule” to encompass the entire RV spectrum
it would be, NEVER COMPROMISE THE
SAFETY FACTOR. And in no system is that
maxim more important than in the Propane System.

All RVers know (or should know) that LP is one of the
most volatile of all products carried in our RVs. Its adaptability
to the RVing form of travel is most significant. It can be
compressed tightly into a relatively small container and yet it
holds within enough energy to truly allow us to be “self-
contained.” However, one must not view the LP system with
a cavalier attitude. Conversely, respect for and the acceptance
of certain LP related realities make the LP system a valuable
asset. Ignore them and ... well, let’s not even go there.

Okay, you agree, the LP system should be kept safe. But
just what can you do to ensure your safety and that of your
recreational investment? Well, for starters, realize that
preventive maintenance can be a good thing — an inexpensive
insurance policy, if you will. Each appliance within your LP
system requires seasonal maintenance as mandated by the
appliance manufacturer. Read through that literature you tossed
into the bottom drawer. In most cases, maintenance items are
not covered by that new coach warranty, or any extended
warranty for that matter. I know that sounds like somewhat of
a downer and certainly your RV dealer glossed over it if he
even mentioned it at all. Preventive maintenance is simply the
responsibility of the RV owner. But as alluded to earlier, view
it as a basic insurance policy.

The primary aspect of a preventive maintenance program
for your LP system is simply this: it is a safety issue. Now, go
back and re-read the first paragraph. Back so soon? Read on.
This article will list a few important items in the LP system we
should all consider. They are presented in no specific order of
importance. Keep in mind, they do not represent the sum total
of everything that needs to be addressed. Many coach owners
perform these tasks themselves; however, if you do not feel
100 percent comfortable doing so, please call your local RV
service facility. They will be more than happy to accommodate
you.

@ Firston this list, check for LP leaks often. In my seminars,
I recommend three different intervals for having your
entire RV tested for leaks. Before each and every trip, as
necessary (for instance, if you smell the odorant added to
the LP), or at least twice a year.

@ Always use a dual stage regulator and always carry a spare
regulator. The regulator is the heart of the entire LP
system. If it is rendered faulty, your complete LP system
will be useless. If you dry camp often, that means no heat,
no hot water, no cooking, and, dare I say, no cold adult
beverages. LP regulators come pre-set (close enough),
from the manufacturer and are simple to install while on
the road.

@ Never allow your LP container/s to be overfilled. All are
manufactured to be filled to 80 percent capacity only. We
store LP as a liquid, but utilize it as a vapor or gas. If
liquid fuel enters the regulator and piping system, serious
(read, costly), damage can occur.

@ Inspect your containers often. Look for rust, dents, dings
or other obvious damage to the container, hoses and other
devices attached to them. Have a professional technician
inspect them if you find something questionable.

® Be sure your safety-related detectors are operable, and
always carry fresh batteries for each. Regularly test the
effectiveness of the LP leak detector, the carbon monoxide
detector and any smoke alarms you may have in your RV.
Don’t overlook the fire extinguisher, as well. Be sure it is
charged and ready to go should you need it.

Once again, the above list should not be considered all-
inclusive. It is intended, however, to be key reminders for us
all to never compromise the safety factor. And remember,
RVing is more than a hobby — it’s a lifestyle! <>

That’s not true with an RV, which continues to captivate
most owners for years and years. Perhaps it’s because an RV
is more than a ‘thing.” It’s a magic carpet that takes us on
grand, memorable adventures. RVers, who once traveled with
their small children in an RV and then have to sell the RV

years later, can come to tears seeing all the memories drive
away. An elderly couple, too old to travel any longer, will likely
feel the same. RVs provide an ongoing source of wonder to
those who own them. And unlike most of the miscellany in our
lives, the passion an owner feels for an RV rarely dims. <>

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f there is a way to get in your RV, water
Iwill find it. Water leaks on an RV can
cause extensive damage and can be
extremely costly to repair. When I worked at
an RV dealership, I saw the damaging effects
that water can cause to an RV time and time
again. I learned the lesson the hard way. I
appraised a unit that was being traded in and didn’t identify the
extensive water damage, which resulted in a thousand dollars’
worth of repairs. Hindsight is 20/20 and I quickly learned how
to inspect for, and identify potential water damage on RVs. My
recommendation is that you inspect for potential water leaks
twice a year at a minimum, once in the fall and again in the
spring.

On a weekend camping trip a while back, it
rained the entire time. Needless to say, we spent
quite a bit of time inside our motor home. To my
surprise, we noticed water dripping from around
the edge of the dome over the shower. I was
surprised because I had inspected all of the seams
on the roof earlier that spring. I am aware that
everything flexes and moves on the RV when you
are traveling, and that this leak could have started
after my inspection, but that wasn’t the case.

When we returned home from our trip, I climbed to the
roof, bent over, and checked the sealant around the shower
dome the same way I had checked it during my bi-annual
inspections. Everything looked fine, so I went back in the
shower to look again, wondering if it was condensation that
caused the drops of water. I removed the trim ring from around
the dome and the entire area was saturated with water. Now, as
I stood there scratching my head, I was really confused. I made
another trip up the ladder unto the roof. Upon closer
examination, on my hands and knees, I discovered two small
splits through the sealant around the dome.

At that point I realized that I hadn’t really, truly been
inspecting for leaks; I was just going through the motions. I
also realized how fortunate I was to be in the RV when it was
actually leaking. If T hadn’t caught it when I did, I would be the
one paying those costly repair bills.

Every seam on your RV and anywhere the manufacturer
cut a hole in your RV has the potential to allow water in. To
protect your investment and your wallet take the time to really
inspect all of these seams and sealants. Water damage on an
RV is similar to progressive damage to a tire: the outside of the
tire looks fine, but the internal damage over a long period of
time causes the tire to fail without any warning. The outside of
your RV looks fine, but the internal damage caused by water
over a long period of time can result in the entire roof, floor or
wall rotting away without you knowing it. Here are a few
things to look for during your inspections:

Mark Polk

% Always keep safety on your mind when you are working
on the roof of your RV. You can be seriously injured from
a fall! One reader suggested that you use two pieces of /2"
plywood, 2' by 4', to move around on and spread your
weight out over the roof rafters.

% To stop a leak before it starts, thoroughly inspect all roof

How to inspect your RV for water damage

and body seams. Consult with your RV dealer for sealants
compatible with different types of materials.

% Look for any discoloration and feel for any soft spots on
the ceiling around roof vents, air conditioners, TV
antennas, plumbing vents, and any other openings that
were cut in the roof.

% Look for any discoloration or wrinkles in the wallpaper,
and feel for any soft spots on the walls around all
windows, doors, vents, slide outs, or any other openings
that were cut in the side walls.

% Identify the location of items like the water heater,
furnace, outside shower, potable water fill and city water
inlet on the outside of the RV, and then access those areas

from the inside of the RV and look for any

indications of water damage around these
openings.

% Open all overhead cabinets and look in the
top corner where the walls meet the ceiling
for any discoloration or feel for any soft
spots. This would indicate a leak at the seam
where the sidewall and the roof attach.

% Check in all outside storage compartments
for any indications of water leaks or water
damage.

% Check for any soft spots on the roof itself especially
around the roof seams at the front and rear of the RV.
Thoroughly inspect all sealants on the roof around every
opening.

% Some Class C motor homes are notorious for leaks in the
cab over bed area. Look for any signs of discoloration and
feel for soft spots. Reach under the mattress and feel for
water.

% Look and feel on the outside of the RV for any signs of
delaminating. Delaminating is caused by water getting
between the exterior Fibreglass and the sidewall. When
this happens the exterior Fibreglass separates from the
sidewall of the RV. You can stand at the front or rear of
the RV and look down the side for any noticeable ripples
or what looks like a bubble. You can also press on the
sidewalls. If you feel the exterior Fibreglass move, it is
delaminating. Often times, delaminating starts around
where an opening that was made in the sidewall.

Don’tjust inspect your RV for water damage; really inspect
your RV for water damage! If you do this on a regular basis, you
can locate and repair the source of any water damage before it
has a chance to do a great deal of damage. <

I found out later (from the insurance company) that the
damages were in excess of $85,000, and they wanted to total
the Discovery. However, I owe more than its value, so it will
be repaired.

I should stress that the action I took, making that quick
turn, prevented many injuries and possibly deaths. The cars
stopped at the light were not involved in any way. In fact, the
Texas state trooper and the county sheriff took time to thank
me for taking the action I did.

This has been a lengthy story, but I want to stress the need
for careful attention when on the road. Another and more
important point (and I cannot stress this strongly enough): if
you do not have nor use the auxiliary brake when towing,
do so! I have one, but was not using it because it would run
down my battery. I have made arrangements for an auxiliary
power line from the motor home to the tow car. I can’t say it
would have stopped us, but it might have. Be safe in your

thoughts and actions. <
